This paper talks about analyzing the results of using a virtual classroom in the teaching of 1st year Mathematics. The teaching in this case study is supportive teaching that provides an opportunity for students to understand the foundational Mathematics from secondary schools in Trinidad & Tobago. The barriers from diverse culture, varying educational opportunity can created a class with varying levels of background mathematical knowledge. In teaching, knowledge has to be built upon the foundational knowledge. This paper looks at the second phase of this case study which is to analyse the data showing the student participation in using the virtual classroom.
