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Abstract

Educational institutions are faced with many challenges in capturing, storing and delivering video content to their students, customers and staff.  The days of using video recorders, making home copies of transmitted programmes and VHS tapes stored under the lecturer’s desk should be long gone.

Video media, whether in the form of videos or DVD’s can be a staple of most teachers arsenals.

This paper describes a successful approach taken by a UK Further and Higher Education Institution recognised as an Exemplar in the use of technology to simplify the capture, storage, indexing and delivery of video content in a controlled corporate manner.

It makes reference to the organisation requirements and technologies that must be in place to be successful in the transformation to on-line video on demand.

It details some of the history which led to the conclusion that a technological solution was required, the thought processes of the staff involved, the stumbling blocks, the reasons for success and the future of the development.

A brief look is taken within the paper at how the Netrecorder+ solution will impact upon the Institutes plans for a full campus redevelopment and how it will be integrated for internal lesson recording.
